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Our Village Hall

Stanton Drew Lecture Hall, as it was

originally called, was built in 1877 by the
family of Sir John Eaton Coates as a

lecture hall, and given by him, to be held
in trust for the use and enjoyment of the parishoners of
Stanton Drew, and their visitors. And it still is!

Whilst today the hall is more widely used for parties, exercise classes,
meetings, and flower shows than lectures; it is available to all the people
of the parish to use for their own events, at a very low hire rate of £13
per hour - that’s less than the cost of a couple of drinks out!
However, if you would like to try something more, like starting up any
communal activity, Craft, Knitting, Book groups, Dancing sessions,
Gadget Busters, Socials, Tea dances, - anything that that would be open
to all from the parish, and not for profit, then we as a committee will
work with you, to help make it happen.

It is a lovely building and is very well equipped, with a good kitchen
and entertainment system, fibre broadband and a free car park for all
users. Come along any Wednesday to the coffee morning 10 ’till 12 and
have a look around, or get in touch to arrange another time.
